The Bay Consortium Workforce Investment Board, Inc. met Wednesday, August 3, 2011, at Yankee Point Marina, Lancaster, VA.
CALL TO ORDER:  The Chairman, Bill Powers, called the meeting to order.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES:  A motion was made to approve the May 4, 2011 minutes.  The motion was seconded, and carried by unanimous vote.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  There was no public comment.
OLD BUSINESS:  There was no old business.
EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE:   Bill Powers gave the Executive Committee report.  The Executive Committee presented a Revised Proposed Budget for Program Year 2011-2012 for the Board’s approval.  This budget includes a two percent increase in staff salaries, staff fringe benefits, and staff payroll taxes.  After much discussion, a motion was made to accept the RevisedvProposed Budget for Program Year 2011-2012. The motion was seconded.  A roll call vote was requested.  Roll call results were:  14-yes, 2-no, and 1-abstain.
Bill Powers presented the Fredericksburg Area Workforce Center’s Budget for Program Year 2011-2012.  This budget is for information only.   
ONE-STOP COMMITTEE:  Michael Jenkins reported the committee did not meet.
LABOR MARKET COMMITTEE:  Eddie Swain reported the committee did not meet.
PERFORMANCE AND ACCOUNTABILITY:  Michael Jenkins gave the committee report.  Fredericksburg One Stop Quarterly Reports were redone after the Executive Committee Meeting.  Some participants that were in enrolled in the ARRA Adult and Dislocated Worker program were not counted.   Bill Powers emphasized that Board members should study the Quarterly Reports, Participant Success Stories, and the Customer Satisfaction Surveys.
The Performance and Accountability Committee has asked Bay WIB staff to check into the procedures the contractors use for the customer service survey.  The committee wants to see if we can bring some consistency to how the contractors conduct the customer service survey.
BOARD DEVELOPMENT:  Michael Jenkins reported that the committee did not meet.
YOUTH COUNCIL:  Michael Jenkins gave the committee report.  The Youth Council met but did not have a quorum.  Marjorie Lampkin is the Youth Council chair.  The Youth Council is still looking for members to fill vacancies.  
NEW BUSINESS:  Michael Jenkins gave an update on the reauthorization of WIA program.  He stated that the United State Senate HELP committee has tabled the reauthorization of WIA indefinitely.  WIA is operating under a continuing resolution.

Michael Jenkins gave an update on the YouthBuild Grant.  The program has started with about 20 youth that has signed up.  The YouthBuild program is being conducted from an office in Tappahannock by Employment Resources, Inc., Job Assistance Center, and Home Builders Institute.  
Michael Jenkins gave an update on the On-The-Job Training Grant.  This grant offers up to 90% reimbursement for wages for eligible participants.

Michael Jenkins gave an update on the Disability Resource Coordinator Grant.  This grant has been subcontracted through Goodwill Industries.
Bill Powers presented Don Ward with a plaque in appreciation of his faithful service to the Bay WIB Board.  Don Ward will be leaving the Bay WIB Board in September.

PUBLIC COMMENT:  Eddie Swain was concerned about how the WIA carryover funds are reallocated back to the contractors.  He would like the Executive Committee to reevaluate the method of how the carryover money is reallocated.
Jason Perry thanked Ken Knull for allowing us to meet at his facility and offered Rappahannock Community College for a meeting place in the future.  

ADJOURNMENT:  A motion was made and seconded to adjourn the meeting.  The motion was carried by unanimous vote.
